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PRAVILO 5W

Prema tradiciji anglosaksonskog novinarstva /ead bi trebao sadrzavati poznate
elemente pravila 5 W:

What (Sto): sto se dogodilo?

Who (Tko): tko je glavni lik dogadaja?
When (Kada): kada se odvio dogadaj?
Where (Gdje): gdje se odvio dogadaj?

Why (Zasto): zasto je doslo do dogadaja?
... uz dodatak pravila How (Kako)(kako se odvio dogadaj?)

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SREDISNJI ODLOMAK/TIJELO TEKSTA

Ovo je najznacajniji dio ¢lanka gdje se detaljnije analizira glavni dogadaj ili
tema. U ovom se odlomku éesto navode takozvane pozadinske
informacije, odnosno informacije o kontekstu i okruzenju kojima se moze

pridonijeti boljem razumijevanju teme.

U ¢lancima koji iskazuju misljenje, u ovom se odlomku predstavlja teza, a

moze se i osporiti protuteza (tj. suprotno stajaliste).

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ZAKLJUCAK

Na kraju ¢lanka donosi se zakljucak i potvrduje vlastito stajaliste. Obiéno se
¢lanak zatvara utjecajnom recenicom ili nekim drugim oblikom snaznog

zakljucka koji Ce Citatelja potaknuti na razmisljanje.

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Pripremite skicu ¢lanka CHECKLIST

Prije pocetka pisanja potrebno je pripremiti skicu

¢lanka. Ona sluzi kao vodic koji lako moze pokazati

gdje trebate vise informacija i kojim redoslijedom

prikazati podatke i ¢injenice. Pratite liniju logike i
izbjegavajte nagle prijelaze. Ravnomjerno rasporedite

informacije unutar teksta.

Uvjerljivi uvodni odlomak od presudne je vaznosti za

privlacenje paznje Citatelja.

Vel u prvim reenicama Citatelj procjenjuje vrijedi li procitati

¢lanak u potpunosti.

Postoje razni nacini za pocetak pisanja: koristiti se citatom iz

nekog intervjua, zapoceti prikupljenim statistickim podacima...

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PridrZzavajte se pravila 5 W

Najbolji je nacin za privlaéenje pozornost Citatelja postovati pravilo
5W, odnosno odmah zapocdeti tekst iskazujuéi tko je glavni lik
dogadaja o kojem se pise (Who), sto se dogodilo (Whai), kada
(When), gdje (Where) i zasto (Why).

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Pratite skicu

Skica vam moze pomodi u povezivanju pojedinosti. Ipak,
zadrzite fleksibilnost. Ponekad, za vrijeme pisanja, tijek moze
primiti drugaciji razvoj u odnosu na skicu: budite spremni
izmijeniti razvoj teksta u odnosu na skicu ako mislite da je to

bolje rjesenje.

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Koristite se prijelaznim rije¢ima i frazama

Povezite zasebne ideje prijelaznim rijeCima za jamcenje
kohezije ¢lanka. Zapodénite svaki odlomak rije¢ju koja se
navezuje na prethodni dio.

Na primjer, koristite se rijeima ili frazama kao sto su

~medutim”, ,,nadalje” ili ,,prisjetimo se da”.

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Pripazite na stil, strukturu i ton

Primjenjujte stil, strukturu i ton koji su prikladni izabranoj vrsti clanka. Obi¢no

je bolje koristiti se izravnim i pristupacnim stilom.
